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@HCARE Developer Agreement

This agreement is the "HCARE and HCARE2.0 Developer Agreement" (hereinafter
referred to as "this Agreement") entered into between the Medical Cyber Security
Council, General Inc. Association (hereinafter referred to as "MedCSC") and the
developer who modifies, enhances, redistributes, or commercially utilizes HCARE
(hereinafter referred to as "Developer")

Chapter 1

Article 1 (Purpose)

1. This Agreement applies tothe “HCARE? service3 (hereinafter referred to
xRV yaEkizay FLTTF 2 Z AL TLIEE W, as “the Service”),
whichis based on OpenAl’s GPT and developed by MedCSC.

2. The purpose of.this Agreementiis.to define the conditions under which
the Developer “may modify, enhance, develop new services,

redistribute, or commercially utilize the Service.

2 " HCARE" (Hospital Comprehensive Assessment for Risk and Excellence) is a self-guided cyber risk assessment
support tool developed by MedCSC. It enables healthcare institutions to assess the maturity of their cybersecurity and
data governance by responding to a structured set of questions. Through mutual evaluation and sharing of
assessment levels and issues—especially in contexts such as healthcare information interoperability—institutions can
gain a clearer understanding of their cyber risk exposure.

3 “HCARE” is a GPT-based service developed and distributed by Medical Cyber Security Council, General Inc.
Association. a.k.a. MedCSC. The intellectual property rights, including trademarks, copyrights for its unique U,
documentation, and custom enhancements, belong to MedCSC. However, the underlying GPT model remains the
property of OpenAl
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Article 2 (Development License)

1. MedCSC grants the Developer a non-exclusive, non-transferable right to modify,
enhance, redistribute, and commercially utilize the Service in accordance with the

terms of this Agreement.

2. The Developer shall modify, enhance, redistribute, and commercially utilize the Service
in compliance with this Agreement.

3. When redistributing the Service, the following statement must be displayed:

4. "HCARE is an OpenAl GPT developed and distributed by MedCSC.”

Article 3 (Scope of Development)

1. The Developer must obtain prior approval from MedCSC before modifying, enhancing,
or redistributing the Service.

(1). The Developer shall report to MedCSC regarding any new services
developed or modifications/enhancements made to HCARE
(hereinafter referred to as “Development Deliverables”).

(2). If the Developer engages in commercial use of the Service, a
separate agreement is not required as long as they comply with
the terms of this Agreement.

Article 4 (Intellectual Property Rights)

2. All trademarks, logos, copyrights, intellectual property rights, and ownership rights
related to the Service belong to MedCSC.

3. Intellectual property rights for modifications, enhancements, or additions made by the

Developer shall belong to the Developer.

4. When redistributing the Service, a Disclaimer regarding the output of HCARE (the Al-

generated content) must be presented.

Article 5 (Prohibited Actions)

5. The Developer shall not engage in any of the following activities:
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(1)  Violating the MedCSC Membership Agreement.

(2) Modifying, enhancing, or redistributing HCARE without prior
approval from MedCSC.

(3) Reverse engineering, decompiling, or disassembling the Service.

(4) Engaging in actions that violate laws, public order, morals, or this
Agreement.

(5) Any other actions that MedCSC deems inappropriate.

Article 6 (Liability and Compensation)

MedCSC shall bear no responsibility for any damages incurred by third parties
due to the Developer’s modifications, enhancements, or redistributions of the
Service. The Developer shall be fully responsible for addressing such issues and
must ensure that MedCSC does not suffer any damages.

Article 7 (Termination‘of Agreement)

1. If the Developer violates this Agreement, MedCSC may terminate this Agreement
without prior notice.

2. Upon termination of this Agreement, the Developer must immediately cease all
modifications, enhancements, and redistributions of the Service.

Article 8 (Handling of PersonalInformation)

The Developer’s. personal. information shall be appropriately managed in

accordance with MedCSC's Privacy Policy.

Article 9 (Governing Law and Jurisdiction)

1. This Agreement shall be governed by the laws of Japan.

2. Any disputes related to this Agreement shall be subject to the exclusive jurisdiction of
the Tokyo District Court as the court of first instance.
